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James K.C. Juan dedicated more than sixty-five years of his life to education.  At the tender age of six he left his rural home in Guangdong, China to live and study in Hong Kong.  He learned to be highly disciplined, spiritual and responsible at an early age.  His love of learning and writing contributed to his acceptance to a prestigious high school, college and graduate school.  He graduated from China's renowned Lingnan College, Beijing University and completed his Masters degree in education from the University of Michigan and his Doctorate degree from the Teachers' College at Columbia University.  Many scholarships have been set up at universities throughout the United States and in China by his family to honor and to remember his great love for education.  Even towards the end of his life at age 97, he continued to write to his students, their and his own grandchildren, and great grandchildren to inspire them to be life-long learners, to exercise spiritual and moral discipline and to commit to serving their communities through participation and philanthropic giving.

· Leadership in extracurricular activities
· Community service involvement 
· Financial need

·  An essay of 500 words on how your achievements both in and out of the classroom embodies the spirit of Dr. Juan, typed, double-spaced
·  A 100 word bio 
· Information on your proposed post-secondary course of study (major) and associated costs (tuition/room/board from one university you are applying to)
· Transcripts from your high school or post-secondary education 
· Two letters of recommendation from those listed as references in the application: (1) one from your high school or college professor, and (1) one from a community service organization (recommendations must be in sealed envelopes)
· Please send the requested information only; do not send additional materials
